LITURGICAL REFLECTION   As Christmas time comes to an end on this Baptism of the Lord, the Church at 

liturgy proclaims that Jesus is the beloved Son of the Father. He is the light of all nations. To Him belong all 

glory and praise! When the fullness of time had come, God sent his only Son, the Word made flesh. Anointed 

by the Holy Spirit, Christ preached the Gospel to the poor and healed the contrite of heart. We, too, have been 

baptized and are sent forth to care for the poor and receive those contrite of heart.
